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Carl Minzner is an expert in Chinese law and governance. He has written extensively on these 

topics in both academic journals and the popular press, including op-eds appearing in the New 

York Times, Wall Street Journal, Los Angeles Times, and Christian Science Monitor. Recent 

academic works include China's Turn Against Law, in the American Journal of Comparative 

Law (2011) exploring Chinese authorities’ shift against legal reforms of the 1980s and 1990s. 

Prior to joining Fordham, he was an Associate Professor of Law at Washington University in St. 

Louis. In addition, he has served as Senior Counsel for the Congressional-Executive Commission 

on China, International Affairs Fellow for the Council on Foreign Relations, and Yale-China 

Legal Education Fellow at the Xibei Institute of Politics and Law in Xi'an, China. He has also 

worked as an Associate at McCutchen & Doyle (Palo Alto, CA) and as a Law Clerk for Hon.
