Rear Adm. Mike A. Brookes assumed command of the Office of Naval Intelligence and became the Director 
of the National Maritime Intelligence-Integration Office in July 2023.  

Brookes commanded the Joint Intelligence Center Central, U.S. Central Command, Tampa, Florida, and 
the Kennedy Irregular Warfare Center, Suitland, Maryland. He served as the director of intelligence (J2), 
U.S. Strategic Command and assumed the duties as director of Intelligence, J2, U.S. Southern Command 
in June 2021. 

Brookes served as international programs officer for N2 Directorate, U.S. Pacific Fleet; officer in charge, 
Maritime Watch, Joint Forces Intelligence Command; intelligence operations and plans officer, Naval 
Special Warfare Command, where he augmented a joint special operations task force in Kabul, Afghanistan, 
deputy director of intelligence (DDI), National Joint Operations Intelligence Center (NJOIC) for the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff, and deputy commander, U.S. Fleet Cyber Command/U.S. 10th Fleet.
